As part of continuing efforts to improve tax transparency, the Inclusive Framework on BEPS has now
assessed 92 individual jurisdictions' progress in spontaneously exchanging information on tax rulings, in
accordance with Action 5 of the OECD/G20 BEPS package.

The 2017 Peer Review Reports on the Exchange of Information on Tax Rulings show that one key aim of
the BEPS Project — increasing transparency on tax rulings — is a long way to being achieved, with more
than 16 000 tax rulings being identified and almost 21 000 exchanges of information having taken place
to date. The peer review process itself has proven to be very effective, with 60% of recommendations
issued in the first annual report just one year ago already having been successfully addressed.

The OECD has released a new set of Trade in Value Added (TiVA) indicators as well as detailed country
notes on all G20 economies providing a snapshot of trade developments at the global level.

The 2018 update of TiVA covers 36 economic activities across 64 economies, including all OECD,
European Union, and G20 countries. Key OECD highlights include a slowdown in the “global
fragmentation of production”, the role of services in integrating manufacturing sectors in GVCs, and the
contributions of non-resident expenditures. This update should be valuable and relevant for our business
network.

At the annual stakeholder consultation with the OECD Working Group on Bribery in December, we
highlighted why governments and business must work together to address the demand side of bribery.

This call coincided with the launch of the OECD study on 'Foreign Bribery Enforcement: \What Happens
to the Public Officials on the Receiving End', which explores whether there is a "flip side” to enforcement
actions that ended in sanctions for the supply-side of a foreign bribery transaction.

The consultation also provided an opportunity to exchange views on the review of the 2009 OECD
Recommendation on Further Combating Bribery of Foreign Public Officials, which will remain one of
our main priorities going forward.

Business at OECD considers responsible business conduct as promoted by the OECD Guidelines for
Multinational Enterprises to be an essential part of an open investment climate and in the best interest of
business.

To that end, we have worked in partnership with the OECD, national governments and companies to
support effective implementation of the OECD Guidelines and promote them in adhering countries and
beyond. However, despite the collective efforts to promote the OECD Guidelines and the National
Contact Point process, companies’ experience with the NCP system has been mixed.

There are several challenges that need to be addressed so that companies feel encouraged to engage with
trust in the system.

On the occasion of the December consultation with the OECD Working Party on Responsible Business
Conduct, we issued the following paper with our recommendations on how to ensure trust in the system.
