One of the main principles will also be to refrain from buying
wood with uncertain origin or which harvesting conditions are
not within environmental norms, i.e. harvested in especially
protected natural territories, noncommercial (non-
deteriorated) forest lands, on territories of ecological
conflicts, etc. In 2003 360000m’ of wood was purchased on a
standard contract base from Lithuania, Belorussia and
Russia. All wood stock, purchased in 2003 was dead-wood
and/or bitten by bark beetle.

NWTC has reached the

introduction at each NWTC enterprise the ecological education
groups was generated. The education programs are carried out,
the constant improvement of professional skills in the field of
environmental protection, ecological seminars, round desktops
are organized. There is a monthly newspaper “NWTC-
EXPRESS’, where information about environmental problems is
published: news of the company, outcomes of projects
implementation and binding measures etc.

NWTC rehabilitates and modernizes its enterprises
according to the principle of implementing best available
technologies and meeting international requirements for
environmentally sound production.

Once again, in 2000-2002 NWTC has completed
environmental and recourses management projects in total
worth of over 55 MIn RUR. The most significant are:

1 NPPM has completely shifted from ammonia based
pulp cooking to sodium based. This enabled to decrease
ammonium nitrogen contentin waste water down to 4,9 mg/l.

2. Closed waterloop systems, based on KWI white water
treatment flotators, installed at NPPM Papermill Ne2. This
allowed to cut fresh water consumption by 100m3 per hour
and reduce fiber discharge by 140kg. Paper production
waste water treatment hit 97% effectiveness.

On October, 1, 2003 basing
on the Russian Federation law “On ecological expertise” and
on a Regulation “On environmental impact assessment of
planned economic and other activity in the Russian
Federation” public consultations on the pre-feasibility study
of the project were held in the Neman District Administration.
They were organized by the administration of the Neman

As the result of
the consultations the
pre-feasibility study was
accepted, the
construction of the
WWTP to process the

At
present the project is submitted for approval to the Ministry of
Natural Resources of the Russian Federation. State
Ecological Expertise will be finished at 5 March 2004.

In the long view NWTC will participate in programs of
installation of gas supply in the Neman District, Kaliningrad
Oblast, and in Viyborg District, Leningrad Oblast (the town of
Kamennogorsk). Enterprises gasification will allow using
better environment friendly fuel and will cut production costs
giving extraimpulse for KFOP and NPPM modernization.

Installation of gas supply in the Kaliningrad Oblast is
envisaged to begin in 2004 as part of “Program for
installation of gas supply in the Russian Federation regions
in 2004, which was approved by the Commission on
Regional Policy of Joint Stock Company « GASPROM». The
beginning of installation of gas supply in Kamennogorsk will
depend on the time of signing of an agreement between
Joint Stock Company «GASPROM» and Government of the
Leningrad Oblast as part of project for gas pipeline
“Murmansk Northern Europe” construction.

4, with the purpose of protection and promotion of
interests of pulp & paper enterprises in a field of a segment of
the market focused on consumers of ecologically safe kinds
of production, the development of the regional programs on
sustainable forest management, wastes management and
treatment at the timber industry enterprises is necessary.
Such programs can be- minimization of the import customs
duties on recycling paper MC1 and MC2, introduction of tax
privileges for the timber industry enterprises, producing
production with its life cycle impact assessment, etc.

Among priority goals aimed at developing national timber
industry today are those of making consolidated efforts of both
Russian and European experts to develop basing on pilot plants
an optimal scheme for finding solutions to environmental
problems; of timber industry integration into WTO, cooperation
with EC partners. Not only the closest neighbouring countries to
Russion North-West Federal Region like Lithuania, Poland and
Finland are interested in clean international watercourse - it is
also Germany, Sweden, Denmark and others. Environmental
problems are of vital interest for Ministry for Environment of
Lithuania, for Federal Ministry for Environment and Nature
Protection of Germany, Government of Denmark within
DANCEE program (Danish Cooperation for Environment in
Eastern Europe), HELCOM, environmental NGOs like
“Greenpeace”, “Ecozashchita!”, etc.

According to main principles of NWTC environmental policy,
here are the main goals of NWTC communication with foreign

State Environmental Agencies:

[0 perform joint action towards
maintaining international watercourses
clean: Nemunas river and VVuoskariver;

The following measures were
taken in 2003 as part of the
cooperation:

On April, 21-22, 2003 in Moscow took
place the Il meeting of the Russian-
Lithuanian Intergovernmental
Commission for economic, trade,
scientific, technical, humanitarian and
cultural cooperation. Irina Bitkova,
NWTC Chairman of Board of Directors,
participated in the meeting as member of the Russian
delegation. According to Section 4 “On environmental
cooperation” of the minutes of the Ill meeting of the Commission
on April 22, 2003, the Commission has noted “the need for
cooperation in environment related matters, including those
regarding Pulp and Paper mills' activity located on the very
banks of international watercourse - Nemunas river”. In order to
fulfill Commission's decisions a letter was sent by V. Yegorov,
Governor of the Kaliningrad region, to V. Artukhov, Minister of
Natural Resources of the Russian Federation suggesting to
include Irina Bitkova into Russian-Lithuanian Environmental
commission from the Russian side.

Basing on the current situation analysis and existing treaties
and agreements between Russia and Lithuania, regarding the
improvement of environmental situation in Nemunas river
catchment area, also within the cooperation envisaged by
Article 3 namely “Agreements between the Russian Federation

“reduction of pollutans transboundary fluxes”, “protection and
improvement of environment in cities and towns” and this
project shall be aimed at complying with regulations by
HELCOM and the Convention on use and protection of
international watercourses and lakes, 1992.

On May 23, 2003 in Kaliningrad there was held an
international meeting on Russian-German project “Transfer of
technologies in order to improve safety and reduce negative
environmental impact in the Russian pulp and paper industry”.
Long-term model conception of NPPM installations upgrade, a
plan of short-term measures on the enterprise rehabilitation and
various ways to develop an international plan to monitor
Nemunas catchment area
were being discussed at the
meeting.

The meeting was
organized by NWTC, by
special authorized
company “Werkstoffe und
Consulting” with support of
Federal Ministry on
Environmental Protection
of Germany, by Federal
Mountain and Industrial
Supervision of Russia and
the Russian centere
“Khlorbezopasnost”
(“Chloro-safety”). There
also contributed: manager
of Administration of
Gostehnadzor of the
Russian Federation in North-West Federal Region, manager of
Administration of nature and recourse control of the
Administration of Kaliningrad region, manager of the
Administration of natural recourses and environmental
protection of the Ministry of natural recourses of the Russian
Federation, representatives of Ministry of natural recourses of
the land of Saxony (Germany), Ministry for Environment of
Lithuania, HELCOM, environment NGOs (‘Greenpeace’,
“Ecozashchital”)

The participants gave a positive estimation to the goals and
activity of the enterprise, aimed at reducing the operations'
negative impact on nature. It is marked that successful
realization of the concept of NPPM modernization, providing his
sustainable development, including ecological, social and
economic aspects, has great value not only for the NPPM, but
also for the city of Neman and for whole Kaliningrad Oblast. Itis
recommended to the Kaliningrad Oblast Authorities, to the
State Bodies authorized in the field of environmental pro tection,

On September 18, 2003, in Moscow there was held a meeting
named: “Solving the problem of pollution of Nemunas river by
pulp industry waste water”. It was organized by the Danish
Environmental Agency (in framework of DANCEE program)
under the Danish Government and the Ministry of Economic
Development and Trade of the Russian Federation (MEDT).
Irina Bitkova, NWTC Chairman of Board of Directors, also took
partin the meeting.

The participants approved the presented project of common
Waste Water Treatment Plant construction for both the NPPM
and the town of Neman. The minutes state the following
recommendation: “find a way of progect subsiding by funds of
international financial
organizations”.

On September 25-26,
2003, in Svetlogorsk,
Kaliningrad oblast, there took
place the IV meeting of
Russian-Lithuanian Long-
term Cooperation Council.
Irina Bitkova, NWTC
Chairman of Board of
Directors, participated in the
meeting as member of the
International Russian-
Lithuanian Commission for

Environment.
The environmental

measures complete at NPPM
were approved by the co-chairmens of the Council: Mikhail
Tsikel, Kaliningrad Region Vice Governor, and Evaldas
Ignatavichus, the State Secretary of the Foreign Ministry of the
Lithuanian Republic. As minutes state it, there was recognized
a need to “develop and implement further measures aimed at
reduction of Nemunas river pollution caused by Pulp and Paper
Mills activity”. By Council's decision there was a seminar
organized on December, 16", in Vilnius, for consideration of
structures of financing environmental projects on pulp
enterprises located on international watercourses.

NWTC plans to continue cooperation with Governments and
government agencies of Lithuania, Germany, Finland,
Denmark, Sweden, Poland and others in 2004.

According to a
principle of an openness of NWTC ecological policy, by
preparation and realization of nature protection and resource-
saving projects we carry out consultations with «Greenpeace»,
«Ekozashchita!», HELCOM and other well-known organizations.

In 2003 the International competition of ecological compositions
on a theme «Future of World ocean - We, children of Baltic!»,
which was carried out by «<HELCOM Land» group at NWTC
support. Schoolboys of Saint Petersburg, the Leningrad and
Kaliningrad Oblasts participated in competition. The composition
of the schoolgirl from city the Neman Olga Zinina was recognized
the best composition.

For preparation of the civil - engineering design of a joint
Waste Water Treatment Plant for the city of Neman and NPPMin a
2003 the consultations with "«Greenpeace" and «Ekozashchita!»
were carried out . For NWTC support the Russian NGO
«Ekozashchita!» and Joint Stock Company "Institute
Zapwatproject” within the framework of campaign "Clean river -
clean Baltic" have developed the research of situation on waste
waters treatmentin the Kaliningrad Oblast. By results of aresearch
the analytical note in which
resume it was spoken:
"Result of construction of
waste waters treatment
plants will express in the
reduction of phosphorus
and nitrogen concentration
in the waste waters
discharges into the rivers
and, eventually - to Baltic
sea. It will allow Russia to
carry out the requirements
of Helsinki Convention on
reduction of discharges of
eutrophication substances”,

representatives of «Ecozashchital» group have taken part in
putting in operation of a Krofta outplant effluent treatment system
to process the total NPPM effluents and the town of Neman
sewage waters.

In 2003 action of the contract made between NWTC and
«Greenpeace Russia» proceeded. Under contract NWTC the right
of accommodation of «GREENPEACE» trade mark on the papers
and paper products made from secondary raw material (waste
paper) was given. Also on covers of writing-books the slogan is
published: «Having handed over 30 kg of paper for recycling, you
will rescue a tree! The nature waits for your help!» The contract
about granting the right of the publication of «GREENPEACE»
symbolics is gratuitous, his purpose - popularization of ideas of
resources - saving and the careful attitude to the nature.

By results of audits it is established, that the territory of the
NPPM is satisfied to legislation requirements. The NPPM
licenses on petroleum, oil and its products storage and on
warning and extinguishing of fires, the license for a medical
activity realization were prolonged.

Board on natural resources and environmental protection of
the MNR on the Kaliningrad Oblast audited the fulfillment,
before given instructions (in accordance with act of Department
of natural resources on Northwest region of Russian Federation
from November 30, 2001, and act Ne 64 from May 22, 2002 of
BNR on the Kaliningrad Oblast and act Ne DGK-04-02 from
October 28, 2002 of a State control service in the sphere of
nature-use and ecological safety MNR of Russian Federation).
In result of audits it was established, that at NPPM the following
measures was performed:

- in full volume the account
(with record-keeping) of
creation, storage, treatment
and landfilling of all kinds of
wastes was organized;

-the ELV-Volumes for
establish ELV-permissions
was developed in 2002 and
authorized in 2003; other
nature protection
documentation was
authorized,;

-The 11 heavy oil tanks and
capacities on 1950 cub. m
total volume was liquidated
with processing of black oil
residuals and ground
cultivation, and also landing of
green plantings. This measure has allowed to reduce the
sources of ground contamination and amount of oil wastes;

- siteplanning of a bark storage territory was made;

- installation of the chip machine for wood beards
processing was made, that has allowed to reduce the volume of
wood wastes creation and to return the wood in a production
cycle;

- the air-cleaning equipment adjustment was carried out;

- the repair of snail ash-catcher was carried out;

- the account log-book for radioactive substances was
started;

the ionization sources inventory was carried out;
the water-use from river Nemunas was limited.

In order to fulfillment of the instructions of State control service
in the sphere of nature-use and ecological safety MNR of
Russian Federation and for normalization of a situation with
NPPM and the city of Neman waste water treatment the civil-
engineering project of a complex WWTP for NPPM and city
Neman (more details about it may be seen in section «
Perspective projects at the NWTC enterprises in sphere of an
ecology») was developed and will be realized.

Development of the necessary NPPM and KFOP
environmental documentation was completed in a2003.

Boards of natural resources and the environmental
protection of MNR of Russian Federation on the Kaliningrad
and Leningrad Oblasts was authorized new KFOP and
NPPM ELV-volumes for receiving of emissions, discharges,
wastes permits.

The enterprises annually receive the ELV-permissions for
polluting substances emissions in an ambient air, polluting
substances discharges into surface waters, limits on wastes
arising, collection, transportation, treatment , disposal etc.

The NPPM license for the right of nature-use with the
purpose of underground fresh waters extraction for NPPM
industrial-potable water-supply was obtained. The State
Ecological Expertise on KFOP materials was caried out and
ecological licenses were obtained:

- on a realization of activity in the field of dangerous
wastes management in a part of the collection, disposal own
household and industrial wastes of 1, 3-4 classes of danger
for environment, collection and use for recycling own and
accepted purchased paper wastes of 4 class of danger for
environment;

- on water-use.

Materials of NPPM
proposed activity in sphere
of dangerous wastes
management, and also
materials of NPPM
proposed activity on water-
use in a part of waste water
discharges are on the
assessment in the Ministry
of natural resources of
Russian Federation and it
territorial bodies.

The total finansial
expenses for
environmental documentation development in 2003 at
NPPM was more than 4052 thousands RUR, at KFOP -
more than 152 thousands RUR.

In 2003 the Policy «in the field of quality and ecology » was
authorized by KFOP Top Management. In the document
signed by Mr. G. Pershin, KFOP Director the General, in
particular is outlined: «We shall ensure modern style of a
management in a sphere of quality and environment, using
principles of the international standards ISO series 9000 and
14000. We state, that the requests of our customers and
suppliers, no less than mutually advantageous cooperation
to them, level of environmental requirements for producing
of our production are priority in our work».

The environmental targets being consistent with the
KFOP environmental policy on decrease of fresh waters
consumption by a 2010 up to 30 cub. m on ton of production,
reduction of sulfur dioxide, soot, suspended particulates
emissions into atmosphere on 95 % within seven years was
accepted.

NWTC Top Management considers, that an openness,
apart from its own costs, gives market advantages,
especially significant for the enterprises in situations of a rigid
competitiveness not only in the market of production and
services, but also in the market of resources, including
financial. Open demonstrating of significance of the social
and ecological priorities for a Top management, its attention
and efforts for solution of significant problems, and, certainly,
of successes, gives reliance that the enterprise is reliable,
stable and attractive.

The end of 2003 was marked by positve NWTC
assessments practically by all Russia rating agencies in a
sphere of awood and pulp-paper industry researches.

We shall begin from annual estimation carried out by the
«Expert» journal specialists. NPPM was included in number
of two hundred largest companies of Northwest of Russia on
volume of production realization. In result of NWTC activity in
2003 (on «Expert» specialists assessment), NWTC became
one from hundred largest companies of Northwest region. In
a separate research performed by «Northwest Expert»
journal, the NPPM has come in number of fifteen most
dynamically developing enterprises of Northwest of Russia.

Agency «Timber industry consulting» in December has
finished a research, carried out during three years, of the
largest investment projects
realized at the enterprises of
a Russia timber industry. In
the List of twenty best from
them the project of KFOP
reconstruction realized by
NWTC is included. Analysts
recognized:

- the putting into operation
the production of the paper
and paper products of
European quality,

- installation of a water-
recycling closed system in
KFOP Paper Department,

- installation of a line for
recycling paper dissolution and sorting as the main results of
the project.

Within the framework of WWF Russia initiative which
purpose is creation of independent system of the estimations
allowing objectively to define efficiency of nature protection
activity of the pulp-paper and wood processing enterprises,
by leading rating Russia agency - «Expert RA » - was realized
the project "Eco-rating of a timber industry enterprises of
Russian Federation". In total the specialists of WWF Russia,
«Expert RA» and Forestry Department of the Ministry of
natural resources of Russian Federation have assessed 40
Russia timber industry enterprises. During assessment the
environmentally sound raw materials and production,
ecological management, transparency of activity in a sphere
of environmental protection were considered. As result of a
research NWTC was rated by ecological rating ecoB +.
«Given rating means, that the level of the ecological
responsibility of NWTC is evaluated as acceptable. The
ecological risks connected with NWTC industrial activity, its
ecological management system, and also degree of

transparency of its activity in the field of environmental
protection, are moderate», - the «Expert RA» General
Director Dmitry Grishankov said. During NWTC rating
development the «Expert RA» experts have paid the special
attention to such positive factors at the NWTC enterprises,
as environmental management systems and quality
management systems introduction, availability of the precise
program of nature protection and resource-saving
technologies implementation, decrease (reduction) of NPPM
and KFOP discharges and emissions of polluting
substances. The existing system of staff education and
training in an environmental sphere is recognized as
effective.

NGO Ecolone through support from the Institute for
Sustainable Communities of Montpilier, Vermont USA and
the US Agency for international Development have analyzed
the ecological reports of the Russian enterprises. «NWTC
Ecological report, 2000-2002» had been included in the
«Manual on Open Environmental Reporting for the Small
and Average Size Enterprises» as an example of the open
environmental reporting of the Russian enterprises. Except

activity. Therefore we do not cost
behind the price of nature protection
measures implementation, we work
with manufacturers, which engineering and technologies
allow to achieve us the best ecological effect. They are "KWI",
«GL&V», "Sandwell", "Bielomatik" etc. NWTC investment
projects pass an assessment of ecological effects from their
realization.

The ecological reference points are especially essential to
us for decision making, strategic planning, product or process
design or redesign. Now NWTC works on life cycle impact
assessment of our products and processes on oppotunities of
increase the volumes of secondary processing.

Naturally, our activity on implementation of nature
protection and resource-safe technologies is reflected not
only in decrease of discharges and emissions of polluting
substances, but also in decrease of payments for
environmental pollution. So, as result of NPPM performed
work in the field of environmental protection it was possible to
reduce polluting substances discharges into natural waters in
2003 on a comparison with 2000 on following parameters:
BOD-tot (in 1,5 times), suspended solids (on 16,7 %), dry
residual (in 1,3 times), COD (on 41,2 %), ammonia nitrogen (in
2,8 times). Accordingly, there was also decrease of NPPM
payments for environmental pollution.

In many aspects we should be first, but we hope, that our
open environmental policy will help other enterprises
moderately, without social tension, to be integrated in
European Community, using experience obtained by our
enterprises and our partners in this important for Russia and
Europe activity.
